A WORD FROM WALT
How? or Who?

During our current Wholly Holy series this question has been asked frequently:
How can we be wholly holy?

Is there a *formula’™ we can use or a list of “action steps’ to help us effectively be holy in
all that we do?

Although those seem to be practical and pertinent questions, the Apostle Paul, as we saw
last Sunday in Romans 7, takes a different approach — and the difference is significant.
Paul summarizes his struggles and frustrations with sin by using a statement that may
relate to some of our own unsuccessful attempts at living holy lives:

What a wretched man I am!
Paul’s next question is not “How?” but “Who?”
Whe will rescue me from this body of death?
His answer follows immediately:
Thanks be to God — through Jesus Christ our Lord!
Satan wants to convince us that we arc all alone in our pursuit of holiness — to make us
believe that even if Jesus did save us initially, it is now entirely up to us to live the holy
life God is demanding. However, that is absolutely not true! Furthermore, it would be
totally impossible!

When we became (or become) a Christian, two priceless things happen (Acts 2:38):

Our sins are forgiven
We receive the gift of the Holy Spirit

Forgiveness is essential to ‘qualify’ us for Heaven, but the Holy Spirit is essential to
‘equip and empower” us for the holy life we must live here on earth in the meantime.

In fact, God’s Word clearly teaches that we are not to guench (1 Thessalonians 5:19) or
grieve (Ephesians 4:30) the Holy Spirit, but instead be filled with the Spirit (Ephesians
5:18)

We can all agree with the words seen recently on a church sign in Brentwood:

Revival is not a church full of people.
It is a church full of God!

When that happens, we will be wholly holv!
